Textbook Introduction 
Scavenger Hunt Instructor’s Notes & Key

This activity will introduce your students to the textbook South Carolina: The History of an American State. You may want to do a brief overview of how the textbook is organized before students begin. Also, it might be helpful to discuss some parts of the book not in the scavenger hunt, such a captions, “It’s Your Turn”, and chapter reviews.
