Americans today are connected closely to
the whole world, but they still live in fifty different units of government called states, and
states matter in their lives.

States also give people a special
identity, something to call themselves—in our case, Carolinians or Tar Heels—and feel
proud when they do it.

Each state is more than just the land within its boundaries, or its particular approach
to government, or its location within the nation. A state has a story that mixes history,
culture, literature, folklore, nature, and a wide range of weird and wonderful subjects.

Although North Carolinians have shared the general history
of our country, we have done so in our own way, sometimes at a different pace, often in a
different direction, as I show in this book. I have done my best to help you learn how and
why we have taken certain paths, made one decision instead of another, and struggled to
better ourselves. My hope is that the state’s story will become part of your story.
