The Development of Latin America

Answer Key:
1.	C. Farming
2.	Africa or West Africa
3.	Any 2 from these: sugar, molasses, cotton, tobacco
4.	Answers will vary, but should include a 3-legged trade route between Europe, Africa, and the Americas where slaves, raw materials, and manufactured goods were traded.
5.	Any 3 from these: sugar, tobacco, cotton, molasses, lumber, rum
6.	Slaves took their cultural traditions including food, music, dance, and dress and influenced people already living in the Americas by spreading their ideas.
7.	Spain and Portugal had colonies in most of the countries in Latin America, so they taught natives their language and many people from Spain and Portugal settled in the colonies as well.
8.	Catholic priests immigrated to the colonies and set up hospitals, churches, schools, and missions.
