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Some twenty-three countries have invested in West Virginia, creat-
ing 22,000 insourced jobs (jobs created by foreign-owned companies) 
in 2007. Felman Products, Inc., a subsidiary of the Ukrainian company 
Group Privat, opened its first United States operation in New Haven, in 
Mason County, in 2006. Felman, which makes materials for local steel 
production, invested $32 million to purchase and upgrade a plant that 
had been damaged by fire. Two of the most recent investors in West 
Virginia were Hino Motors and the Kureha Corporation, both Japanese 
companies. Hino Motors opened a commercial truck assembly plant in 
Williamstown in Wood County. The Kureha Corporation invested $100 
million to open a plastics plant at Belle in Kanawha County. The plant 
is located on part of an old DuPont plant site, and Kureha actually buys 
raw materials made by DuPont to make its products. Engart America, 
a mining equipment and supplies company from South Africa, opened 
an operation in Beckley in Raleigh County. The Netherlands invested in 
Mittal Steel (Hancock County) and Shell WindEnergy (Grant County). 
The Shell WindEnergy project is now in its second phase of building wind 
turbines to supply the increased demand for energy to Northern Virginia. 
Canada, Japan, and Germany have the greatest number of businesses 
located in West Virginia.
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
